North Worple Way Traffic Reduction Scheme.

From 28" September, Richmond Council is introducing
this traffic scheme in North Worple Way. The scheme involves
restricted vehicle access on North Worple Way,
west of the junction with Avondale Road and will apply
from 7am to 7pm Monday to Sunday for westbound vehicle
movements only.

From the very first beginnings of our Parish, when small numbers of people gathered for Mass in a stable (on ground now
occupied by Tesco’s, opposite the train station); we have grown, year on year, as a beacon of Christ’s Light to be the wonderful
gathering of individuals and families we are today, 175 years after the first light of our Parish dawned.
